After you complete your online application, please prepare to
submit the following items:

• Copy of your passport or birth certificate with a valid driving
license, or matching TSA approval
• Copy of your first‑class medical certificate
• If self‑financing, a credit card authorization form
• Renters insurance with fifty‑thousand aircraft damage coverage
(bodily injury coverage is optional, but at least twenty‑five is required
by the insurance provider)
• Registration fee of $299

Once these items are received and you are accepted into the
program, you will be invited to officially enroll by reviewing and
signing the flight training agreement. The down payment will be due
at that time.
